3
factors for the high usage splash pad, new waterline(fill and flush), and 7 leaks. New waterline is
completed, testing today and then will hook everyone up and the fire hydrants. They will then move to
the southside of Myrtle and replace about 375 ft of waterline. TCEQ came and watched the crew
installing the line and gave a great report, everything was being completed correctly. Wastewater plant
is great. New truck is working great. We are in Stage 1 drought contingency plan. Culvert will be
installed at the KCC after the tap is connected to the new water line.
